RULES: 
1. Each entry will be judged on its own merit, 

originality, creativity and impact. The 
judge’s decision will be final. 

2. Exhibitors may enter a maximum of 2 
entries per section in their appropriate 
class. 

3. Entries must be marked on the back with 
the photographer’s name, phone number, 
class and section and also which direction 
is “up”.  In the “Junior” class, the entrant’s 
age should also be included. 

4. All photographs shall be the work of the 
exhibitor. Processing, printing and 
mounting may be done commercially. 

5. The photographer’s name or identifying 
mark shall not appear on the front of the 
entry. 

6. No frames are allowed – wood, metal, 
glass, etc. 

7. All entries must be mounted on firm 
backing – heavy cardboard, mat board, 
foam core, etc. The maximum size of the 
mounted entry shall be 16” by 20”. 

8. Entries not complying with the above rules 
may be disqualified. 

9. The aggregate award is determined by 
totalling  5 points for a Best in Show, 3 
points for each 1

st
, 2 points for each 2

nd
 

and 1 point for each 3
rd
